** SMP Performance Criteria: (1) At corporation yards, Co-permittees will require that all vehicle and equipment wash areas meet one or more of the following requirements: a) be fully self-contained; or b) be self-contained and covered; or c) be equipped with a clarifier or other pretreatment facility and properly connected to a sanitary sewer. (2) At corporation yards, Co-permittees will prohibit the discharge of untreated stormwater runoff to the storm drain system from toxic or hazardous material storage areas by July 27, 2001. (3) At corporation yards, Co-permittees will prohibit the discharge of untreated stormwater runoff to the storm drain system from fueling areas and vehicle maintenance and repair areas by July 27, 2001.
